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INTRODUCTION

Your Brillion folding toclbar is built with the best materials and
workmanship available. It has been designed to give years of trouble-free
operation, and proper care and operation will insure: the service and long
life built into it.

Study this manual carefully before attempting to assemble or operate the
unit,

The folding toolbar 1is designed primarily for the Brillion row crop
cultivator gangs. It can also be used on other row crop tools that can be
raised upside down for transportation. The folding toolbar attaches directly
to the tractor 3-point lift. The tractor requires dual hydraulic systems to
operate the two hydraulic cylinders which fold the wings independently into
the flat position for transportation.

When application of the folding toolbar is with the Brillion row crop
cultivators, refer to the 9D-62 Repair Parts Catalog and the 9D-63 Operator's
Manual. Follow the instructions in these manuals for the proper gang and
extension placements of the individual units onto the toolbar. See the
setting up part of this manual for location of the special gangs and location
of gauge wheels and guide coulters.

SETTING UP INSTRUCTIONS

Study the illustrations in this manual and identify the individual parts
before attompting to assemble the toolbar.  "Right, left, Front and Rear"
refer to the operators directions when he stands behind the toolbar, facing
in the direction of travel.

To assemble set the center section on sawhorses or other sturdy supports
about 30" high. Position one of the wings between the hinge plates on the
center section and slide in the 1-3/4 dia. hinge pin. Put a machinery
bushing over ecach end of the hinge pin and drive in a 1/2 x 3" roll pin.
Repeat for second wing.

Mount the links between the wing hinge plates with a 1-1/4 dia. pin; note
that the links have a 1" hole on one end and a 1-1/4" hole on the other end.
Put a machinery bushing on each end of the pin and drive in a 5/16 x 2 roll
pin.

Fasten the clevis end of the cylinders, port side up to the lug on the center
section with the pins furnished with the cylinder. Now fully extend the
cylinder rods and secure tc the other end of the links. Use the 1" x 6-3/4"
long pins. Put the pin through one link and then a 1" flat washer. Next put
the rod through the cylinder clevis with the 3" dia. roller held between the
lugs of the clevis. Now add another flat washer and then through the other
link. Add two flat washers on each end and secure with the 1/4 x 2 roll
pins,

Mount the wing stops on top of the 3-1/2" square tube with U-bolts, nuts and
lock washers, The exact location will vary slightly with row spacing, but
the idea is to get it as close as possible to the end of the wing without
hitting the gang mounting bolts,

The mast and hitch lugs are a part of the center section and the only
assambly nceded is to put the hitch pins in their proper place.

I'OR CATEGORY IT HITCHES

Assemble the 1% x 4-1/2" capscrew, the 1" pipe spacer 2-1/8" long and 1" lock
nut into the bottom holes of the mast and tighten securely. Install the 1"
clevis pin in the middle hole of the mast and secure with a klik pin. The
1-1/4 0.D. x 1-15/16" long spacer is not used with Category IT hitches.
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Install the lower hitch pins into the lower hitch brackets. The cast spacers
are te be installed on the hitch ping between the side members of the lower
hitch brackets. The thactor hitch arms are closer to the center of the
cultivater and the spacers are farther from the machine center. Secure the
hitch pins with k1lik pins. The 1-7/16 0.D. sleeves are not used with
Category LI hitches.

FOR CATEGORY IIY HITCHES

For the QUICK COUPLER: Install the 1" x 4-1/2" capscrew, 1" x 2-1/8% long
pipe spacer and 1" lock nut into middle holes of the mast and tighten
securely.

For the THREE-POINT FREE LINK HITCH: Put the 1" clevis pin and 1-1/4" 0.D. x
1-15/16" long sleeve in the top hole of the mast and secure with a klick pin,

CAUTION: When the three-point free link hitch is used, store the
capscrew, pipe spacer and lock nut in the lower mast
holes to avoid possible interference with the upper link.

HYDRAULICS

Clean the hydraulic hose fittings before connecting to the tractor hydraulic
system. If this is the first time toolbar has been connected to a tractor,
it will be necessary to bleed the air from the hydraulic cylinders. This can
be done by partially folding and unfolding the wings 7 or 8 times, taking
care not to fold either wing up to 90° before this has been done. Check
hydraulic fluid level after cylinders have been bled. :

Relieve pressure in hydraulic lines before vyou attempt to work
with, connect or disconnect hydraulic hoses under pressure.

TRANSPORTING FOLDING TOOLBAR

Raise the implement clear of the ground before folding or unfolding wings.

Do not allow anyone to stand under or near the wings when folding
& or unfolding them.

FIELD OPERATION CF FOLDING TOOLBAR

The folding toolbar is designed to allow the wings to droop by 5° to better
fellow the contour of the ground. BAdjusting screws at each hinge allow the
user to eliminate all or part of this droop. Loosen the locknut and screw
the balts out until the wing is level then retighten the locknuts. By
backing the rear bolt out slightly farther than the front one some of the
spring-back in the wings can be overcome.

When using a Brillion Ro-Crop with the folding toolbar it is necessary to use
the special gangs at the hinge areas. These gangs are the same as the others
except that the locator lugs on the gang hanger castings have been removed to
aveid interference at the hinge plates.

With current wing model Row Crop Cultivators eye bolts are provided
to lock the wings rigid in field operation. Pigure 1, below, illustrates
the wings in this locked, field working position. Figure 2 shows the
eye bholt hanging in its Jugs as it should appear with the unit in
transpori position. Note that the eve bolts are assembled in position
with 1" locknuts, clevig pins, and halrpin cotters.

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SUPPORT STANDS

‘Assemble the support” gtand brackets to the cdenter ‘toolbar section, as
shown in illustration, ahead of the gang hangers nearest the hinge areas.
Assemble the support stands through the sguare tubes and insert the 2-1/2%
leng cotter pins in the top hole of the stands to prevent them Ffrom
falling out when machine is raised. When the cultivator is idle and not
mounted to tractor, insert clevis pin in middle hole to prevent unit from
tipping. Then when you raise the unit for working or transport, raise the
support stands all the way up and insert clevis pins in the lowest hole.
This keeps support stands up and out of the way while the machine is in
use,
