The Sure~Shred 60 Shredder comes in four models. These setting
up and operating instructions cover all four models, In setting up' 
and operating your shredder, refer only to as much of the instructions
as pertains to the particular model you have. |

Page and part numbers used in the setting up instructlons refer
to the repair barts catalog,

Your pull type, 2 universal Joint, Sure=-Shred-~60 Shredder comes
almost completely assembled, The drawbar is attadhed to the top of
the shredder housing using the bolts provided, making certain that
the cylinder mounting lug 1s in the uppermost position as shown on
Page 2, Next attach the P,T.0, Shield Support Bracket (Page 8, #T)
to the gear box by removing the two uppermost bolts at the front of
the gear box and bolting the bracket in place, Attach the P,T,0,

.8haft to the gear box by aligning the pin hole in the gear box yoke

with the pin hole in the gear box input shaft and inserting the
shear pin, Complete the assembly by inserting the P,T,0, Spacer
(Page 8, #22) into the gear box yoke and securing with the washer
and bolt provided in the bag assembly. Setting up 1s completed by
the addition of the P.T.0, Shield which 1s attached to the P,T.0,
Support Bracket by positioning the shield over the stud on the
support bracket and securing in place with the hairpin cotter attached,

Your pull-type, 3 universal Joint, Sure-Shred 60 Shredder comés
almost completely assembled, The drawbar 1s attached to the top of
the shredder houging, using the bolts provided, making certain that
the oylinder mounting lug is in the uppermost position,
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Now attach the P,T.0, Shield Support Bracketb (Page 10, #7) to the gear
box by removing the two uppermost bolts at ths front of the gear box

and bolting the bracket in place, Attach the P,T,0, shaft to the gear
box by aligning the pin hole in the gear box yoke with the pin hole in
the gear box input shaft and inserting the shear pln, 'N@xt insert the
P,T.0, spacer (Page 10, #9) into the gear box gwk@ and secure with the
washer and bolt provided. Now assemble the tubular drive shaft (Page 10,
#11) into the P.T,0, Bearing Carrier Assembly (Page 16 #1), locking it
in place with the tractor tube and Joint asspembly. Complete this
assembly by screwing in the sockebt head set serew, making sure to furn
1t -down tight and locking it in place wlth the Jam nut provided, Now
the P,T,0, Shields can be installed, Atbach the rear P,T,0, Shield
(Page 10, #6) to the P,T,0, support bracket on the gear box by
positioning the rear shleld over the stud, %h@m securing in place

with the halrpin cotter provided. Next, the front shleld assembly

(Page 10, #5) is attached to the P,7T,0, bearing support by removing

the bolt which supports the bearing, positioning the front shield
support bracket over the support yoks, and reingerting the bolt. Do

not draw the elastic sbtop nub up tight, sinece there must he some freedom
to permit flexing of the unit while in operation,

BRILLION HYDRAULIC CYLINDER (Optional)

If the Brillion Hydraulic Cylinder is used, atbach the yoke on
the pump end of the cylinder to the wmounting lug on the drawbar with
the chailn toward the right side of the machine., The upper yoke on
the cylinder'should then be connected to the oubter hole in the axle

11f4 arm. When properly installed, the pump handle should polnt upward .
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TRANSPORT KIT (Optional)

If the traator operated hydraulic cylinder is used, then the
trahsport bracket (Page 12, #17) should be attached to the shredder
housing as shown with thé bolts provided, The transport links
(Pageiiég #16) are attached to the transport bracket with the bolt
prb#;ded, The transport links are then atbached to the lower hole
in'the éxle lifﬁ arm with the transport pin, THE TRANSPORT PIN

completely assembled, The first step in assembly is to attach
the 3-point pick-up frame (Page 4, #2) to the shredder housing
as shéwn_on page 4, using the bolts provided, Next, atbtach the
two frame braces (Page 4, #3) from the pick-up frame to the shredder
housing, also using the bolts provided, Next, assemble the ad just-
mant bracket (page &; #8) to the two holes at the top rear of the
shredder housing, the nérrow gide to the rearm with the bolts pro=
vided; Now remove the two upper rear bolts from the gear box
mounting bracket, being careful not to lose the plpe spacers (Page
4, #10) attached., Then position the helght adJjustment arm assembly
6vef the two holeg in the mounting bracket. Insert the two pipe |
spacers and replace the two bolts removed, Now, referring to Page
15, install the‘whesl and fork assembly, placing special washer, #1,
over the caster wheel shaft. Next, slide theicasterbwheel ghaft up
through the bushings in the helght arm adjustment assembly, Then
place the flat washer provlided over the shaft, turn down the slotted
nuts until it 4s drawn up firmly, BUT NOT SO TIGHT THAT THE CASTER
WHEEL WILL NOT CASTER FREELY, Insert the cotter pin through a slot

in the slotted nut and secure,

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LOWER REAR PLATE ASSEMBLY (Optional)

The lower rear plate assembly is used when shredding grass crops.

It is not recommended for use in crop resldues or in shredding prunings

or brush,  This plate can improve the cutting or shredding on most Jjobs,
When. ¢lipping pastures, it ie desirable to have the plate in place,

This willlr@@ain the material long enough for it to reeei?e the maximum
sutting bvefore being discharged from the machine énd also produce an

even cover of e¢lippings on the subt-over area,

The front of the shredder is provided with a baffle to prevent
cut material {irom belng thrown toward the operator, In extreme
operatlons, a heavy plece of belting can be attached to the baffle
for ad¢@d protection,

OVERLOAD PROTECTION

A shear pin is provided in the drive train to protect the machine
from damage due to striking an obstacle, Extra pins are provided with
the machine and replacements can be secured through your dealer, DO

NOT USE HARDENED PINS OR BOIAS.

(Types of Operations)
Pagture Clipping « For best results, the suction blade should be

used for pasture clipping. Cubtting height for this type of operation
is dependent on field conditions and type of c¢lipping desired, For
most purposes, the height of 4-8" asbove the ground should prove satis-

factory. Forward speed of travel will vary according to the stand of

. grass to be cut,

Stalk & Vine Shredding - When shredding crop residue, the suctlon

blade should also be used, Since the suction blades will provide
suction to picke-up the fallen stalks and crop residue, bringing 1t into
coﬁﬁaet.wiﬁh the blades, the shredder should be set to a helght of 2-6"

LUBRICATTION

Gear Box - Check oll level svery 50 hours of operation, adding
oil<if necessary, The oll lavel 1s determined by removing the oll
“plug on the left hand side of the gear case. PFilling is done through
the plug at the top of tﬁ@ gear case, Do not carry a higher oil level
than is indicated, When adding oll, use #LlLO gear oll for summer or

#90 o1l for winter use,

All Grease Fittings -~ Use a good quallity grease, lubricate for
free operation every 50 hours of operation,

Wheel=-Bearings - Wheel bearings have been packed at the factory.

They should be repscked yearly with a good grade of wheel bearing

grease,
